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News Alert! The U.S. Customs Department tried to change the rules on assisted-opening knives using the Homeland Security appropriations bill, HR Bill #2892. This bill would have greatly affected knife manufacturer’s as well as collectors by redefining virtually multi-tools, pocket knives with thumb studs, and especially assisted opening knives, as switchblades. This was VERY serious. To lobby against this bill, American Knife and Tool Institute (AKTI) has spent $80,000 in the last three months. The bill was successfully amended by Orrin Hatch (R-Utah), John Cornyn (R-Texas) and Mark Pryor (D-Ark.). Without this amendment, according to Sen Hatch, “there is a real danger that 80 percent of the pocketknives sold in the U.S. could be classified as illegal switchblades, which would hurt knife and tool manufacturers across the nation."
